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Agreement on Sister School Relationship of Scholarly and Educational Ties
between
National Institute for Deaf Children in Paris, France
(L’ Institut National de Jeunes Sourds de Paris )
and
Special Needs Education School for the Deaf of University of Tsukuba, Japan

National Institute for Deaf Children in Paris, France and Special Needs Education School for the
Deaf of University of Tsukuba, Japan, (called “both schools” hereafter,) have hereby promised to
maintain a sister school relationship of scholarly and educational ties. Under this relationship, both

schools agree to the following points :

1. Both schools pledge to cooperate in a spirit of mutual understanding and goodwill, and to
strengthen ties.

2. Through close mutual efforts, both schools shall engage in exchanges of student works and
scholarly publications, correspondence between students via letters, e-mails and video-letters, and
shall carry out mutual visits of teachers and students.

3. Through such activities, both schools shall promote friendship and goodwill between Japan and
France, and will contribute to the development of education for children with hearing
impairments of both nations.

4. Each school shall help itself to pay its own expenses necessary for such international activities.
This agreement shall be valid for a period of five(5) years from the date of signing, and then it may
be renewed for another five(5) years by mutual agreement of both schools prior to the date of
expiry.

6. This agreement may be amended by mutual agreement of both schools.

This agreement is made in Japanese - English - French in two copies, one for each school.
